And this fall, we are celebrating another
milestone—Judith’s tenth anniversary as JWA’s CEO!  
 
We are grateful for your ongoing participation in the JWA community–– whether
you joined us for our virtual programs, listened to our podcast, learned from our
Encyclopedia entries, taught using our curricular materials, or contributed your
October 7 story through our Story Aperture initiative. Your enthusiasm and
generosity make all the difference for JWA.

RESPONDING TO OCTOBER 7

October 7 shaped much of JWA’s work over the past year, as we quickly adapted
our planned programming to meet the needs of the moment.  
 
JWA’s podcast, “Can We Talk?,” with its longer format and the ability to explore
sensitive topics with nuance and depth, quickly became our primary space for
responding to October 7. Beginning on October 10 and continuing throughout
our spring season, we produced seven episodes that addressed October 7 and its
aftermath, from a reflection on peace activist Vivian Silver, z”l, through an
exploration of feminist pro-democracy organization Bonot Alternativa’s pivot to
mobilizing volunteers for emergency relief, to a sensitive discussion of sexual
violence on October 7.   
 
In January, JWA co-created a mission to Israel through a gender lens for women
leaders of Boston Jewish organizations. It was a powerful opportunity to connect
with Israeli women, offer support, and amplify these women’s voices, which we
did through a virtual presentation for more than 375 people, a podcast episode
on Israeli women working for shared society, and an article by JWA CEO Judith
Rosenbaum on “The Necessity of Israeli Women’s Leadership.”   
  
True to our mission of documenting the experiences of contemporary Jewish
women, we launched two story-collecting initiatives, one gathering testimonies of
Jewish women’s and gender-expansive people’s experiences on October 7 and in
its aftermath and one focused specifically on students, faculty, and staff on
college campuses. We’ve gathered more than 75 stories from North America,
Europe, Africa, South America, and the Middle East. 
 
In this time of flattened narratives and ugly stereotyping, JWA’s work of
documentation and amplification of a broad and diverse narrative continues to
provide an essential intervention and corrective.

CELEBRATING TEN YEARS OF THE
RISING VOICES FELLOWSHIP!

This year we were delighted to celebrate the tenth year of our
trailblazing Rising Voices Fellowship (RVF) as a national program!  
 
RVF—a leadership development program for high-school-aged girls
and nonbinary teens—trains the next generation of Jewish feminist
leaders to root themselves in a pluralistic Jewish feminist history, to
develop and voice their opinions, and to advocate for themselves and
others. We marked the tenth anniversary with a wide range of
offerings, including a powerful webinar, “Let’s Talk: Gen-Z Jewish
Feminism,” featuring four RVF alums and RVF Program Manager Sarah
Biskowitz (herself an alum!); a series of interviews with alums
exploring the impact of the program on their subsequent lives; and a
book talk with Mattie Kahn, author of “Young and Restless: The Girls
Who Sparked America’s Revolutions.”  

We also expanded programming
for our alumnae network, now well
over 150 strong. In college and into
their professional lives, alumnae
continue to express a need for safe
spaces, nuanced peer discussion,
and supportive community
provided by RVF, especially in the
wake of October 7. We hosted in-
person reunions in New York and
Boston, created peer mentorship
pairs to connect alums across the
country, and convened informal,
fellow-led networking activities.

Last fall, we were thrilled to launch the Nicki Newman Tanner Oral
History Collection, which made public over 300 oral histories of Jewish
women leaders, activists, and communities. All include fully
searchable transcripts; many include audio or video recordings as
well. We celebrated the launch of the collection in the fall with a panel
discussion entitled “Woman, Rabbi, History Maker: Tracing Religious
Leadership Through Life Stories,” featuring four rabbis who have been
involved in JWA’s oral history work.  

JEWISH WOMEN, 
IN THEIR OWN WORDS 

Since then, students, scholars, and the
general public have begun to use the
Tanner Collection for classes, research,
and personal exploration. In its first
nine months, thousands of users have
visited the collection to explore Jewish
women’s wide range of engagement
with major events and movements of
the 20th and 21st centuries. In a three-
episode series on our podcast, we
showcased selected oral histories:
from interviews with Ronya Schwaab,
who devoted her adult life to helping
Jews escape from the Soviet Union;
Lenora LaMarche, who advocated for
the Ladino language; and Dr. Mollie
Wallick, a gay rights advocate
beginning in the 1980s.

VIRTUAL LEARNING: MULTI-GENERATIONAL
CONVERSATIONS AND GLOBAL COMMUNITY 

Virtual programs have been a key part of JWA’s work, connecting a
global community of lifelong learners since the pandemic spring of
2020. Enthusiasm for these programs has not abated. This past year,
over 8000 people from more than 30 countries around the world either
attended our virtual events live or watched recordings on YouTube.  

This year’s fifteen book talks introduced listeners to a diverse range of
books, from Elizabeth Graver’s novel “Kantika,” a Sephardic
multigenerational saga that moves from Istanbul to Barcelona, Havana,
and New York; to Julia Watts Belser’s powerful “Our Own Bones:
Disability Wisdom and the Spiritual Subversiveness of Knowing
Ourselves Whole,” which reimagines disability in the Bible and
contemporary culture; to Emily Bowen Cohen’s graphic novel “Two
Tribes,” inspired by her own life experiences being both Jewish and a
member of the Muscogee (Creek Nation).

the various ways Jews have
maintained their identities and
interacted with the societies
around them. 

JWA’s Film Club has also
become an annual event. This
year’s series featured the recent
documentary “Under G-d,” about
the Jewish response to the
Dobbs decision; the 2016 Israel
comedy “The Women’s
Balcony;” and the classic 1968 
“Funny Girl,” featuring Barbra
Streisand in her film debut.

PODCAST EXPLORES ISSUES WITH

DEPTH AND SENSITIVITY 

When the massacre of October 7 occurred just a month into the Fall
season of JWA’s celebrated podcast, “Can We Talk?,” we quickly
revised our schedule to address urgent concerns. As noted above, we
produced seven episodes that examined with depth and sensitivity a
variety of topics related to October 7 and its aftermath. 

The rest of our 2023-2024 podcast seasons ranged widely and
included, among others, our opening episode, “Golda Reconsidered,”
a discussion “By Disabled Jews, For Disabled Jews,” a conversation
about “Kugels and Collards: The Southern Jewish Table,” and a
fascinating exploration of “Queer Klezmer, with Isle of Klezbos.” We
also featured a three-episode mini-series highlighting material from the
Tanner Oral History Collection.

AMPLIFYING THE VOICES
OF EMERGING WRITERS
AND ESTABLISHED FIGURES

JWA’s online publication, “Jewish Women, Amplified,” provides a
space for a wide variety of writers to reflect on current concerns
through a historical lens, exploring topics from feminism to family,
gender to Judaism, politics to pop culture, ritual to relationships,
activism to art. 

In nearly 150 pieces published over the course of the year, we
introduced our readers to Israeli filmmaker Sarah Meital Benjamin and
her new film “Arava,” queer poet and rabbi Mónica Gomery, and
Latina sociologist and author Laura Limonic. We discussed books like
Thistlefood, by GennaRose Nethercott; Flower of Vlora, a memoir of
the Romaniote Jewish experience; and a new gender-sensitive edition
of the Tanakh. We provided a platform for our Rising Voices Fellows to
explore topics from modesty to accessibility at Jewish summer camps
to neurodivergence and published a series of ten interviews with
Rising Voices alums. Our many contributors share insights on topics
near and dear to their hearts—and hopefully to yours as well.

COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT
THROUGH SOCIAL MEDIA 

JWA’s lively TikTok, Instagram,
Facebook, X, and LinkedIn social
media accounts continue to draw
new, multigenerational audiences
into our community and help us
bring the full diversity of Jewish
women’s stories to millions of
viewers. Over the past year, we
reached a whopping 10.5 million
people on social media! 

Unfortunately, for several months we were targeted with an onslaught
of antisemitic hate on social media. Even posts unrelated to Israel or
the Middle East were besieged with antisemitic comments. JWA staff
valiantly combed through thousands of vile comments and
painstakingly blocked hundreds of accounts. 
 
Despite these challenges, JWA’s social media presence has remained
a place of joyful engagement with Jewish history and culture in all
their diversity. Perhaps not surprisingly, our most popular post
focused on Ruth Handler, the self-made businesswoman who founded
Mattel with her husband and designed Barbie in the 1950s. It reached
five million people on Facebook and received nearly two thousand
comments. Facebook posts on Yemenite Israeli dancer Sara Levi-Tanai
and Mizrahi Israeli band A-WA reached 944,000 and 784,000 people.
TikToks on actress Hedy Lamar and lesbian interracial couple Cora
Latz and Etta Perkins reached 112,000 and 56,000, respectively.
